AGREEMENT

THIS AGREEMENT, bearing the date set forth on the signature page, by and between the
COUNTY OF DUTCHESS, a municipal corporation with offices at 22 Market Street,
Poughkeepsie, New York 12601 (hereinafter referred to as the “COUNTY”) and TOWN OF
BEEKMAN, a municipality within Dutchess County, whose address is 4 Main
Street, Poughquag, New York 12570 (hereinafter referred to as the “MUNICIPALITY”).

WITNESSETH:

WHEREAS, New York State General Municipal Law Section 239 requires local
municipalities to refer applications for certain planning and zoning actions to the Dutchess County
Department of Planning & Development for review, and

WHEREAS, the New York General Municipal Law Section 239 further requires the
County to assess all such applications as to whether the requested action would have a “county
wide” or “inter-community” impact and comment on same, and

WHEREAS, the current referral process results in the processing of applications each year
from towns, villages, and cities to the County, a portion of which have neither county-wide or
inter-community impact, and

WHEREAS, New York State General Municipal Law authorizes the County to enter into
agreements with local municipalities in order to determine which, if any, of the local municipal
actions subject to referral may be deemed strictly matters of local determination, and therefore,
not subject to the referral process, and

WHEREAS, pursuant to Resolution Nos. 2015246 and 2025131, the County Legislature
authorized municipal corporation agreements for the elimination of the necessity of the County’s
review and comment on such local actions pursuant to General Municipal Law Section 239, and

WHEREAS, it is hereby mutually agreed by and between the parties hereto as follows:

1. TERM OF AGREEMENT: This Agreement shall be effective as of the date of

January 1, 2026 and shall terminate on December 31, 2026, unless otherwise terminated as set
forth herein. The term of this Agreement shall be extended automatically on an annual basis, for

a total not to exceed five (5) years from the original agreement date. If either party decides to
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terminate this Agreement, either party shall send a written notice of termination to the other party

at least thirty (30) days before the end of any term. This Agreement shall terminate upon thirty

(30) days written notice by either party to the other.
2. PAYMENT: None.
3. REFERRALS TO BE ELIMINATED: The following actions shall be eliminated

from the referral and review process:

a.

administrative amendments (zoning amendments regarding fees, procedures,
penalties, etc.);

special use permits, use variances and area variances for residential uses;
renewals/extensions of site plans or special permits that have no changes from
previous approvals;

sign permits where no variance is required,

site plans for single family homes;

site plans for duplex homes; and

site plans for ADUs/Carriage houses/accessory buildings when associated with

an SFR.

4. REFERRALS NOT TO BE ELIMINATED: The following actions shall not be

eliminated from the referral and review process:

a. comprehensive/master plans;

b. zoning amendments (standards, uses, definitions, district regulations, etc.);

c. re-zonings involving all map changes;

d. other local laws and/or other authorizations adopted pursuant to zoning
(wetlands, historic preservation, affordable housing, architectural review, etc.),

e. site plans (excluding single family homes, duplex homes, accessory buildings
when associated with a Single Family residence); and

f  special permits, use variances, and area variances for all non-residential uses.

8. NOTICES: Except as otherwise provided in this Agreement, notice required to

be given pursuant to this Agreement shall be made in writing and addressed to the following or

such other person as the parties may designate:

MEANS: This Agreement may be executed in any number of counterparts, all of which taken
together shall constitute one agreement, and any of the parties hereto may execute this Agreement
by signing any such counterpart. A facsimile or signature transmitted by electronic means applied
hereto or to any other document shall have the same force and effect as a manually signed
original. This provision contemplates giving legal force and effect to copies of signatures. This
provision does not contemplate the use of “electronic signatures” as regulated by New York State
Technology Law Article 3, “Electronic Signatures and Records Act.”

7. ENTIRE AGREEMENT: The term of this Agreement, including any attachments,

represent the final intent of the parties. Any modifications, rescission or waiver of the terms of
this Agreement must be in writing and executed and acknowledged by the parties with the same
formalities accorded in this Agreement.

Pleasant Valley, a municipal corporation, having its principal place of business at 1554 Main Street,
Pleasant Valley, NY 12569 (hereinafter “Pleasant Valley™) ; the Town of Poughkeepsie, a municipal
corporation, having its principal place of business at One Overocker Road, Poughkeepsie, NY 12603
(hereinafter “Poughkeepsie™); the Town of Clinton a municipal corporation, having its principal place
of business at 1215 Centre Road, Rhinebeck, NY 12572 (hereinafter “Clinton”) and

WHEREAS, these six municipalities are empowered, pursuant to General Municipal Law
Section 119-0, to enter into a municipal cooperative agreement with respect to sharing personnel
including an Animal Control Officer (“ACO”); and

WHEREAS, it is the intention of the parties to create a shared ACO position between the
five Towns on a basis which has been agreed to and is satisfactory to the Boards;

NOW, THEREFORE, IT IS AGREED AS FOLLOWS:

1.  That Lagrange will employ a full-time ACO in its employment to be paid a salary of



$60,0000. The position will be salaried to reflect the varying hours necessary such as the need to
attend Court outside of typical working hours. Said ACO shall devote his/her time to each Town
as needed. As an employee of Lagrange, the ACO shall be subject to its terms and conditions of
employment. However, while on business for the other five (5) Towns, the ACO shall report to its
Supervisor and follow its policies to the extent that they do not conflict with his/her terms and
conditions of employment.

2. That the ACO will be provided with a vehicle provided by LaGrange and
necessary maintenance and repair expenses will be shared among all Towns pursuant to their
respective shares as set forth in paragraph 6 below.

3. All parties agree to work and be as flexible as possible with respect to the scheduling
of the ACO so as to fulfill the needs of all communities with respect to this position.

4. That the parties agree that this agreement will be effective January 1, 20265 for the
calendar year; and thereafter, assessed with the intent to renew for a period of one year, and shall
automatically renew unless 30 days prior to the expiration of any year, any party gives written
notice to the other five (5) parties of its desire to terminate the agreement. Upon termination, the
agreement will be of no force and effect.

5. It is agreed that the Town Comptroller of Lagrange shall remit a bill to the other
Towns on a monthly basis with respect to reimbursement of the costs and expenses for Town’s
share of the ACO and payment of said bill shall be paid to LaGrange within 45 days of its receipt
of said statement.

6. That the Towns specifically agree that all salary, benefits, and any other costs,
including Social Security tax, Medicare tax, health insurance, dental insurance and any other
benefits provided to the ACO shall be divided between the parties based upon its population
according to the 2020 Census and call volume as established by the ACO call log from January

to November of the year preceding renewal. The total call volume and population for all six

Town of Beekman NY Fund Balance Policy
Revised October 2025

I. Purpose

The Town of Beekman, New York, Fund Balance Policy purpose is to ensure that the Town maintains a prudent
level of financial resources to protect against reducing service levels or revenue shortfalls, unexpected one-time
expenditures and emergencies or disasters. The main goal is for the Town to maintain a strong fiscal position
when confronted with negative economic trends or unusual expenditures.

Il. Fund Balance Categories

The Governmental Accounting Standards Board (GASB) issued Statement Number 54, in 2009, entitled

Fund Balance Reporting and Governmental Fund Type Definitions adopting five categories of fund balance.
This statement was issued to bring greater clarity and consistency to fund balance reporting, and the usefulness
of fund balance information. The categories of Fund Balance are defined as follows:

A. Non-spendable Fund Balance — Consists of the amounts that cannot be spent either because of their form or
because they must remain intact, and by definition, the money has already been spent. Prepaid expenses are at
year end considered nonspendable fund balance.

B. Restricted Fund Balance — Consists of amounts that are reserved for special legal restricted purposes such as
capital reserves, debt reserves, repairs, insurances or other purposes imposed or allowed by enabling legislation.
The Town has created several Restricted Fund Balances, (identified in section Ill), which should be used first
until exhausted following the legal process and then use unrestricted fund balance.

C. Committed Fund Balance — Consists of amounts constrained for specific purpose by the Town Board who
must take formal action during or before the end of the fiscal year to add or remove the constraint.

D. Assigned Fund Balance — Consists of amounts that are assigned/intended to be used for a specific purpose by
the Town Board. The purpose of the assignment must be defined in the financial statements or annual budget.
Encumbrances at year end are considered assigned fund balance.

E. Unassigned Fund Balance — Consists of the remaining fund balance after considering the previous four
categories. These funds are considered spendable for unexpected expenditures and revenue short falls.

lll. Restricted/Assigned & Unassigned Fund Balances

A. Restricted Reserve Fund Balances

The Town shall strive to maintain various restricted reserves to guard against a service disruption or to deal
with unforeseen emergencies. The sources for the restricted reserve fund balances will come from surplus
funds (excess of revenues over expenditures), or one-time revenues, or other sources designated by the Town
Board. All expenditures or uses / or additions to restricted reserve fund balances require prior Town Board
Approval. Restricted Reserves shall only be used for the legal purposes in which they are intended.



The Town created and maintains the following restricted reserve fund balances. If the restricted reserve fund
balances falls below the established required minimum levels, the Town shall include within its annual budget
a plan to restore reserves to the required levels.

Contingency & Tax Stabilization Reserve: Is a Reserve in the General Fund to provide a financial
cushion to cover revenue shortfalls resulting from unexpected economic changes or recessionary
periods and/or to provide funds for emergency or disaster expenditures created under GML 6-e with a
balance of $1,000,000. The appropriation and use of the reserve is recommended by the Supervisor
approved by two thirds of the town Board pursuant to GML 6-e guidelines.

Repair Reserve; Is a reserve in the General Fund to pay for non-recurring repairs to town capital assets
or equipment created under GML 6-d with a minimum balance of $100,000. A resolution appropriating
monies form the Reserve is subject to a public hearing and must be approved by two thirds vote of the
Town Board. In an emergency monies may be appropriated without a public hearing but must be
repaid within two years.

Insurance and Claims Reserve: Is a Reserve in the General Fund to pay judgements or claims and
uninsured losses created under GML 6-n with a minimum balance of $50,000. Funds may be used with
approval of two thirds vote of the town Board.

Accrued Benefit Liability Reserves: Are Reserves in both the General and Highway Funds created to
provide for the STAFF accumulated compensation created under GML 6-p. The Town maintains the
reserves equal to the accrued compensation year end dollar liability plus the 8% for benefits. Changes
are approved annually by majority vote of the Town Board.

Pension Liability Reserve: Is a Reserve in the General Fund created under GML 6-s to provide for the
Annual contribution to the NYS Retirement System for those employees enrolled in the state
retirement system. The Reserve is adjusted annually to the amount in the NYERS Annual Report and
approved by majority vote of the Town Board.

Highway Equipment and Machinery Capital Reserve: Is a Reserve in the Highway Fund created under
GML 6-c to pay for the replacement of Highway Equipment and Machinery with a minimum balance of
$100,000. All proceeds of the Sale of Highway Equipment are added to this fund annually. Use of the

money are subject to permissive referendum and with approval of two thirds vote of the Town Board.

Snow + Ice Removal and Road Reserve: Is a Reserve in the Highway Fund created under GML 6-f to
pay for the excessive cost of removal of snow and ice from roads, and for the cost of repairing roads
damaged by extraordinary or continued winter storms. A resolution appropriating money from the
reserve is subject to public hearing and approval of two thirds vote of the Town Board.

B. Assigned Fund Balances

The Town created and maintains in the General Fund an Assigned Fund Balance for Capital Expense Purposes.
The annual uses and sources are approved by the Town Board.
The Town may also Assign Fund Balance for use in Annual Budgets.



C. Unassigned Fund Balance

This unassigned Fund Balance is the uncommitted remaining sources in the Fund Balance. It is the policy of the
Town of Beekman to maintain other government fund budgets in such a way that there will be sufficient
uncommitted resources to cover cash flow needs, or to provide Funds for emergencies needs, and to provide
investment earnings.

IV. Policy Statements/Guidelines-Unassigned Fund Balance:

A. State Law allows local governments to maintain a “reasonable amount” of Unassigned Unreserved Fund
Balance from one year to the next. The Unassigned Fund Balance range in the General Fund shall be not
less than 10% and not more than 30% of the total Town Wide Adopted Budgeted Expenditures. The
Town wide Budget includes the General and Highway Funds expenditures combined.

B. Inthe event the Unassigned Fund Balance in the General Fund exceeds the maximum level of 30%, the
excess may be utilized for any lawful purpose approved by the Town Board. The excess may be
appropriated to fund one-time expenditures, or for capital expenses, or for the creation or increase in
legitimate restricted fund balances. Examples of use of unassigned Fund Balance are:

1) Transfer excess to the Restricted Reserve Funds
2) Transfer excess to the Capital Projects or Nonrecurring expenditure purposes
3) Assigned Funds as a revenue source in the subsequent year budget

C. Inthe event the Unassigned Fund Balance in the General Fund falls below the minimum level of 10%,
the Town Supervisor shall prepare and submit to the Town Board a plan to restore the unassigned fund
balance to the minimum level in the next fiscal year or other appropriate period of time.

D. The Finance Office shall annually monitor and verify the Town’s compliance with this policy and report
to the Town Supervisor estimated Fund Balances. The limits above will be applied to the Unassigned
Fund Balance in General Fund for the most recent audited fiscal year, divided by the total adopted
town-wide expenditures budget for the ensuing fiscal year.

E. The Town Supervisor shall report annually to the Town Board the results of the above calculations and
make recommendations for the use of excess funds or the replenishment of unassigned fund balance.

V. Periodic Review:

The Town Board is the authorized body to approve changes to this Policy as deemed necessary.
